Know how to properly pitch and strike a tent. Observe fire precautions when tent
is in use.

Know and practice the proper principles for camp sanitation for both primitive and
established campsites.

Properly use the knife and hatchet. Know ten safety rules for their use.

Draw a spiritual object lesson from nature on your camping trip.
